Direct Deposit/Automatic Giving - Frequently Asked Questions

What is Automatic Giving?

With this service, you can have your contributions automatically deducted each month from your checking account. You will save on time, the cost of checks, postage and have the peace of mind knowing that your giving is regular and arrives on time. Direct deposit allows our administrative expenses to be reduced putting your gift to work immediately to spread the gospel. You are always in control of the process by choosing the amount you want to give and which day(s) you would like to tithe: on the first and/or third week of each month. Changing or stopping the amount you tithe is just a phone call away to the Finance Office on extension 101 or Business Manager extension 103. 

How Do I Get Started?

There are just 3 easy steps involved: First fill in the “Authorization to Draft Pledge/Contributions Payments form.” The form is on line and available in the front office. Next, attach a voided check. Finally, return the completed form to the Forest Hills Baptist Church Finance Office by mail or drop it in the locked box in the receptionist office. Your information will always remain confidential and secure.

FAQ (Frequently Asked Questions)

How is my automatic tithing deducted from my account?

A. Once you authorize the transfer, your specified contribution is electronically transferred directly from your checking or savings account to the church’s account.

When will my contribution be deducted from my account?

A. On the day you select. You never have to worry about forgetting a contribution.

If I do not write checks, how do I keep my checkbook balance straight?

A. Since your contribution is made at a pre-established time, you simply record it in your check register on the appropriate date.

Without canceled checks, how can I prove my contribution?

A. Forest Hills will include your automatic gifts on your contribution statement, and your bank statement gives you an itemized list of electronic transfers.

Is Direct Deposit risky?

A. Electronic giving is less risky than check contributions. It cannot be lost, stolen, or destroyed in the mail. It has an extremely high rate of accuracy.

What if I change bank accounts?

A. Notify us and we will give you a new authorization form to complete.

How much does Direct Deposit cost?

A. Direct Deposit costs nothing and saves you time and postage.

What if I try Direct Deposit and don’t like it?

A. You can cancel your authorization at any time by notifying the Finance Office.

Who can I call if I have other questions?
